Braves.

A football quarterback, Reed is the reigning Div. IV Southwest District 
Player of the Year who earned 1st team All-Ohio honors last season. He 
was also the Enquirer Div. IV Co-Player of the Year, 1st team all-city Div. IV 
and 1st team all-CHL.

He has had a strong start to this season, accounting for 2 TDs (1 rushing, 
1 passing) in a win vs. New Richmond and passing for 4 TDs (two of them 
to twin brother Dawson) in a win vs. Waynesville.

Reed led last year’s squad to the CHL title, going an undefeated 7-0 in the 
league and 11-1 over all. He amassed 3,763 yards of total o�ense (2,568 
passing, 1,105 rushing) and accounted for 47 touchdowns (31 rushing, 
16 passing). 

In basketball his junior year, Reed helped the team to a CHL 
co-championship with a 13-1 league record, �nishing 21-4 over all.
